Grade Seven independent novel assignment
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A “Book in a Bag” is a book report contained in a brown paper or paper gift bag.  The purpose of the outside of the bag is to interest a classmate to want to read your book.  The inside of your bag should include items that you will be able to use to explain important parts of your book.
Pick a book from the Independent reading list. 
Due Date:  Thursday, October 15th 
MATERIAL SUGGESTIONS:

You will need a clean brown paper or paper gift bag large enough to hold all the following information.   You will also need colored pencils or markers, crayons, scotch tape or glue stick, paper.

PROJECT REQUIREMENTS

1. On the front of the bag neatly write:
a. Title of the Book
b. Author of the Book
c. Genre

d. Draw and colour a picture of your favourite scene from the book. This can be done on plain white paper and taped or glued to the bag.

2. On the back of the bag explain the Plot of the story (a short summary of the book, but don’t give away the ending!).   This can be typed or written on lined paper, cut out and glued or scotch-taped to the bag.  (A paragraph should be at least 6 sentences long.)  

3. On one side of the bag list the main characters and a brief description of their role in the story.
4. On the opposite side of the bag describe the Setting . Also, write your opinion about the book.  Did you like it?  If you did like it, tell why.  If you did not like it, tell why you didn’t. Rate the book on a five star scale.
5. Collect at least 5 things (that will fit into your bag) to help you tell the class about your book when you present your report in class.

6. Do a short oral presentation in which you should:

· Give a short summary of the story

· Explain why you selected the objects in the bag and how they connect to the book.

· To whom would you recommend the novel.
