Independent Novel—Photo-Essay Assignment

Due Date: April 15th
We’ve all heard that a picture is worth a thousand words.  Well, what about a group of pictures?  Let’s find out.  Now it’s your turn to create a photo-essay based on your reading and analysis of your independent novel.  You will include pictures, short paragraphs, and quotes from the novel to tell a story and present your novel to the class.

Objectives
1. Create a photo-essay that clearly illustrates an analysis of the novel’s plot. 
· Include pictures which symbolically retell the story 
· Each picture must include a caption explaining its significance. 
2. Include a slide about the author. A brief biography could include some of the following information about your author. 

· Where and when was your author born?
· Any significant educational experiences and background information? 
· What genre is predominately utilized by your author?
· What has influenced your author?
· What other novels have been written by your author?
· What awards and honors have they received for writing?
3. Include slides which analyze the novel’s themes, characters, conflicts and symbols.

· Themes- Identify and explain a minimum of two different themes. 
· Provide quotes: statements made by characters that contribute to the novel’s theme.

· Explain how the quotes used develop the theme. 

· Explain how the picture used symbolically represents the theme. 
· Characters- Identify and explain each of the main characters. 
· Provide quotes: statements made by characters/about characters that contribute to their development.
· Explain how the quotes used develop character. 

· Explain how the picture used symbolically represents the character. 
· Conflicts- Identify and explain a minimum of two different conflicts.
· Provide quotes: statements made that reveal a major conflict. 
· Explain how the quotes used develop the conflict. 
· Explain how the picture used symbolically represents the conflict.
· Symbols- Identify and explain a minimum of two symbols.
· Provide quotes: statements that reveal each symbol.
· Explain how each symbol is important. 

· Explain how the picture used symbolically represents the symbol
4. Identify the climax of the novel using a quote from the novel. 
· Provide a quote of the climax.
· Explain why it is the highest point of interest.

· Explain how the picture used symbolically represents the climax. 
5. Include your favorite passage from the novel and in a well developed paragraph explain why it is you favorite passage? 
· Explain how the picture used symbolically represents your favorite passage. 
6. Include a brief explanation who you feel the intended audience would be (i.e. who would you recommend read the text?).Provide two reasons why you feel this would be the intended audience.
· Explain how the picture used represents your target audience. 
What does a photo-essay look like?

7. A photo-essay (or photographic essay) is a set or series of photographs that are intended to tell a story or evoke a series of emotions in the viewer.
8. Minimum length of 15 pictures, the maximum length is negotiable
9. You must relate to the novels themes, characters, conflicts and symbols.

10. You must have a title for your photo-essay.

11. You must have a brief one-sentence caption for each photograph explaining why the image is significant ad symbolic. (the text and photographs go together to tell the story).

12. You may use your own photographs or download from the internet.  The following sites offer images to use without copyright infringement: www.freedigitalphotos.net, www.freeimages.co.uk, www.pics4learning.com
13. You should also include a recommend section explaining who the intended audience is (who should read the book and why?).
14. You also need to include a brief author summary.
How do I go about doing this?

15. Just like a written essay, you should analyze the novel you have read, gather information, identify specific references (quotes) of importance—but your information will not only include written information but photographs that retell the story.
16. The photos should also highlight important themes, characters, and symbols.
17. Part of your photo-essay should be organized with an introduction, body and conclusion.

Final Product

18. Create a final layout of your photographs and written paragraphs on Bristol Board, or using software of your choice (PowerPoint, Prezi, Fotobabble (http://fotobabble.com), Photostory, or Word). 
19. Prepare a 2-3 minute presentation about your independent novel using your photo-essay.
