Section A: Unseen Prose Section (Short Story OR Essay)
                              Value: 19 Marks
(1) Short  Story

· Students may be provided with an unseen short story and will be asked to complete 7 selected response (multiple choice) questions and 2 constructed response (long answer) questions.  Provide AND explain direct references from the prose selection as support for the constructed response questions.

· Review short story handouts and assessments related to stories from  Homegrown and Nelson English 10, and the Short Story literary terms handout focusing on, but not limited to:  allegory, alliteration, atmosphere, climax, characterization, conflict, fiction, figurative language, flashback, foreshadowing, irony, metaphor, mood, non-fiction, point of view, resolution, setting, simile, suspense, symbolism, theme, tone.  
(2) Essay
· Students may be provided with an unseen essay and will be asked to complete 7 selected response (multiple choice) questions and 2 constructed response (long answer) questions.  Provide AND explain direct references from the prose selection as support for the constructed response questions.

· Review Essay Unit notes, workbooks, and assessments regarding examples of various types of essays, coherence notes, and literary terms focusing on the following: 

· Purpose (reason for writing)

· Message/Thesis Statement (main idea)

· Stylistic Devices (parenthèses, ellipses, colon, semi colon, etc. See essay booklet for comprehensive list). 
· Emphatic Devices (See essay booklet notes)

· Unity and Coherence (closing by return, linking of title, parallel structure, transition words, chronological order, thematic unison, etc).  

· Significance of Title (literal and figurative)

· Tone (how the speaker/writer feels about their subject)

· Point of View (the perspective from which the essay is told)
· Target Audience (For whom the writing is intended)

Section B: Unseen Visual: Media Strategies and Media Deconstruction        Value: 6 Marks
· Students will view and interpret an unseen visual from the broad category referred to as Media and will be asked to complete 1 constructed response question for which specific references from the media selection are required.
· Review all notes and assessments on Media Literacy (including terminology) and be able to apply Media Strategies/Terms of Persuasion (bandwagon, cartoon/cute characters, celebrity endorsement, emotional appeal, facts and figures, gender/sex appeal, name calling, plain folks, shock appeal, snob appeal, testimonial, humour) in connection to its effectiveness in developing such things as message, purpose, target audience, mood etc. 
Section C: Unseen Analytical Essay 




Value: 20 Marks
· Students will be expected to write an essay in response to the exam prose (either essay or short story). 
· Provide direct references and/or specific examples from the prose in your response. 
· Write an essay utilizing proper format: 

· introduction (reference title, author, genre AND prompt)

· ~3 body paragraphs (contain a well explained point per paragraph with 2 direct references per paragraph from exam prose)

· conclusion (re-state the given topic and including an applicable quote from a relevant song/poem etc. that fits the essay)

· Essay will be assessed on organization, mechanics, style, and content. 
Analytical Essay Prompts

Prompts below are possible questions that can be adapted to various selections.  Elements/devices can be changed in accordance to the specific texts.

· Identify the purpose of the text and discuss how it is developed through the use of any three of the following literary devices.

· Identify the thesis statement of the text and discuss how it is developed through the use of any three of the following literary devices.

· Identify the conflict of the text and discuss how it is developed through the use of any three of the following literary devices.

· Identify the message of the piece and discuss how it is developed through the use of any three of the following.

· In the piece, “***” examine how imagery is used effectively to create mood, stereotype, suspense

· Writers often develop characters through a variety of literary techniques.  Discuss how tone, word choice, and dialogue develops the character in the prose piece.

· Decisions often have far-reaching consequences. Using conflict, relationships with others and    character development to show how this theme is developed: 


· Analyze how a character’s response to conflict reveals his/her true nature.
